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Who can apply for inclusion funding for Early Years children? 
 

Any Private, Voluntary, Independent and School providers based in Worcestershire who offer Early Years provision who are not currently judged as Inadequate 
or Requires Improvement by Ofsted. The Early Years providers must provide places for children presenting additional needs and/or disabilities aged from 0-5 
years old. 

 
PLEASE NOTE: 
If a child is in receipt of NEF Funding (2, 3- and 4-year-olds) and you are applying for GR1, GR2, GR3 and GR4 then the inclusion supplement should be 
applied for via the Provider Portal and payments will be included within the Actual NEF payments.

Any Private, Voluntary, Independent and School providers based in Worcestershire who offer provision during the holiday periods or out of school term time 

places for children presenting additional needs and/or disabilities aged from 5-19 years old may apply for funding using the Inclusion Funding Application or on- 

line application process. 
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- At the discretion of the panel, exceptions may be made to the amount of funding awarded to allow for such issues as the number of children 

attending a provision with complex disability and additional needs. 
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
